SHROPSHIRE COUNTY BADMINTON ASSOCIATION 

RULES OF THE ASSOCIATION 
1. NAME
 The name of the Association shall be the ‘Shropshire County Badminton Association’ (Hereinafter referred to as the Association). 
2. AFFILIATION
 The Association shall be affiliated to Badminton England and shall be subject to the rules thereof and such other associations as may be deemed advisable by Badminton England, this will also include any policies which are adopted by Badminton England. 
3. OBJECTS 
1. (a)  To promote and support all objects for the good of badminton; 

2. (b)  To organise participation by the Association in the inter-county championships, with 1 or more 

teams; 

3. (c)  To promote and organise competitive events, and inter-club competitions 
4. MEMBERSHIP 
1. (a)  Any club and association having as its objective, or one of its objects, the playing o fbadminton and having its playing facilities in Shropshire, or in the vicinity of Shropshire, shall be eligible for membership subject to approval of the Association. Membership shall include affiliation to Badminton England; 

2. (b)  Any person, being proposed by a member of the Council of the Association, may be eligible as a ‘County Member’; 

3. (c)  The Council of the Association shall have the power to elect ‘Honorary Life Presidents and Honorary Life Members’ 
5. APPLICATIONS FOR MEMBERSHIP OF THE ASSOCIATION 
1. (a)  Applications for membership of the Association must be made in writing to the Hon. Secretary of the Association and signed by the Secretary of the club applying; 

2. (b)  Applications for County Membership must be with the support of a member club. 

 6. SUBSCRIPTIONS
(a) A subscription shall be levied annually by the Association on affiliated clubs and county members as set out in the League Rules and notified to clubs in advance of the fixture meeting each year. If any subscription is unpaid by the 31st of October in any year or at the end of one month after notification of acceptance to membership, the Council of the Association shall have the power to: 

1. Suspend the club from the benefits of membership and /or

2. Take any other action deemed necessary. 

All the above subscriptions to be reviewed annually. 

7. INFORMATION REQUIRED FROM MEMBER CLUBS
 On the occasion of the Fixture Meeting each year, member clubs shall inform the Secretary of the Association of the name address and telephone number of their club Secretary. They are also to inform the League Secretary of the Association, the name, address and telephone number of the club Match Secretary together with the address of their playing facility, the number of courts available for play, the dates and hours of play and the names of playing members. Any change to the aforementioned should be notified immediately either to the Association Secretary or League Secretary whichever is applicable. The Association Secretary may put the names and address of member club Secretaries on a computer data- base, but in this respect the Association will have regard to the Data Protection Act. 
8. OFFICERS
 The following official positions shall be created to deal with the affairs of the Association: 

President (Elected from Vice-Presidents)

Past President

President Elect (To be elected from the Vice Presidents)

 Vice- Presidents (Officers / Council members having served a minimum of 5 years)

Hon. Secretary (Assistant Hon. Secretary if necessary)

Hon. Treasurer

Hon. League Secretary (Hon. League Assistant Secretary if necessary)

Hon. Tournament Secretary

Hon. Coaching Secretary / Development Officer 

Hon. County Match Secretary

 Hon. Masters Co-ordinator

 Representative to B.E. 

9. ADMINISTRATION
 The affairs of the Association shall be managed by a Council consisting of: 

President

Past President / President Elect

Vice- Presidents (Max of 3, restricted to persons not already elected)

Hon. Secretary (and Assistant if elected)

Hon. Treasurer

Hon. League Secretary

Hon. Tournament Secretary

Hon. Coaching Secretary/Development Officer

Hon. County Match Secretary

Hon. Masters Co-ordinator

Representative to B E

Shropshire Schools Badminton Association Representative (co-opted) 
Representatives: From each registered club not already represented by a serving officer
The election of all Officers and Members of the Council shall be by ballot at the Annual General Meeting, except the Development Officer and the Representative to B E who are both appointed by the Council. 

Management Committee – consisting of all the main Officers (to meet in the case that an item needs to be discussed and a full council meeting cannot be convened). 

All members of the Council, with the exception of the President, Past President and President-Elect who are elected bi-annually, shall retire annually but shall be eligible for re-election. Any candidate other than a retiring member must be nominated in writing by the Secretary of a member club and sent to the Association Secretary not later than 7 full days before the Association’s Annual General Meeting. In the absence of any nomination the Annual General Meeting shall have the power to elect Officers. 

The Chairman of the Council shall be elected from amongst its members at its first meeting following the Annual General Meeting. 
10. POWERS OF THE COUNCIL 
(a)  To appoint and delegate power to sub-committees for any purpose. 
The Chairman of such sub-Committees to be the relevant Executive Officer, such sub-committees 

to consist of Council members with power to co-opt at their discretion. 

(b)  A Selection Committee should be appointed, to consist of a minimum of three and maximum of five persons, one of whom should be a council member other than the Hon County Captain. 
(c)  To fill at its discretion any casual vacancy occurring in the Council, any such appointment shall 

stand until the next Annual General Meeting. 

(d)  To decide any other matter not covered by the Rules, its decision shall be final. 

(e)  The Chairman of Council and Secretary are ex-officio on all sub-committees. 

(f)  To elect Honorary Vice Presidents and Life Members. (These are valued members who have served the County for a number of years but feel they cannot fulfil their role anymore). 
11. COUNCIL MEETINGS
 The Chairman or Hon. Secretary shall call a meeting of the Council at their discretion with a minimum of five Council meetings to be held during the year, or upon the request in writing of three members of the Council. Seven days notice to be given for any such meeting and five members shall form a quorum. Decisions at all meetings shall be made on the basis of one vote per Council member with the Chairman holding the additional casting vote. 
12. GENERAL MEETING
 The Annual General Meeting shall be held before the end of May each year to consider: 

(a)  Business relating tot he past season; 

(b)  The election of Officers and Council and business relating to the next season. 

Each Club shall be represented at all General Meetings by at least one delegate. Where more than one delegate attends, the club Chair must inform the League Secretary of their nominated voting member who must be a member of the Club and represent that Club only. 

Club and County members shall receive the Agenda of the General Meeting and notices of any proposed amendments to the Rules of the Association at least 14 days prior to the date of the meeting. 

Any proposed amendments to the Rules of the Association and propositions for presentation at the Annual General Meeting must be proposed by a member club and seconded by another member club and shall be delivered in writing to the Association’s Hon. Secretary not later than the 1st of March. 

Such amendments and propositions shall be considered immediately after the business relating to the past season and must obtain a two thirds majority of the votes cast to become operative. Debating on all propositions put to General Meetings shall be open to all members of affiliated clubs, but voting on such propositions shall be restricted to:

Club Delagates (who may represent only one club)

Any Council member holding two executive positions, will only be allowed one vote at the Annual General Meeting, Executive Officers may not vote at the Annual General Meeting as a club delegate. 

Each club being allocated 1 vote per 20 affiliated members or part thereof. 

The Chairman of any General Meeting shall be the President, (if present) failing that a Vice President, the Chairman of Council or any other member present. To be elected by the meeting in that order of precedence. 

At all meetings the Chairman shall have an additional casting vote. 

At all General Meetings a quorum shall consist of representatives from at least one third of member clubs. 

An Extra-Ordinary General Meeting may be convened at any time by the Council or at the written request of three Council members, or by representatives of five member clubs. Every such requisition shall expressly state the object of the proposed meeting. The Hon. Secretary shall give all club secretaries at least 7 days notice of such meetings, specifying the purpose for which it is called and no other business than that specified shall be transacted there at. 

Such meetings shall be convened within 4 weeks of the receipt of the request by the Association‘s Hon. Secretary. 
13. COUNTY COLOURS
 County colours for any member of any county team shall be awarded at the discretion of county captain / masters’ co-ordinator. As a general principle colours should be awarded to any team member who has fulfilled all county matches in one season, or to a team member who has played in the majority of matches over several seasons. 
14. COUNTY TEAMS
 There should be at least one team representing the county in the Inter County Championships. These teams are to be selected by the appointed selection committee being the team captains, the county team secretary a county coach plus one member of the SCBA council. The decision of the selection committee is final. 
15. DISTRIBUTION OF RULES
 A copy of these Rules shall be supplied, free of cost to every club on admission to membership of the Association. 
16. DISSOLUTION
 If, upon winding up or dissolution of the Association, there remains after the satisfaction of all debts and liabilities, any property whatsoever, the same shall not be paid to, or distributed among the members of the Association, but shall be given or transferred to some similar body, or bodies, institution or institutions having objects similar, wholly or partially, to the objects of the Association. Such body or bodies, institution or institutions to be determined by a simple majority of the members of the Association at or before the time of dissolution, and insofar as effect cannot be given to the aforesaid provision, then to some charitable organisation. All the relevant information concerning the County (Minute books etc.) prior to the season 1998 – 1999 are housed at the County Archives Office in Shrewsbury. 
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
